Once, in deep antiquity, the Greeks had lived without remembering the past, as if they were
mute, and therefore they had had to start over and over again. But then they learned to memorize
and, thanks to this, created a great culture, capable of remembering and imitating, as Plato tells

us in his “Timaeus”.

The problem of memory is central to human civilization. For our civilization memory is a key to
its survival and its success in the future. It is memory that allows us to accumulate and then

systematize our experience. It is memory which can stop mental and cultural entropy.

At the same time, memory has not overcome oblivion completely and will never do it.
Moreover, memory appears not to be going to win. To remember something always means to
forget something else. While paying a lot of attention to the mnemonic systems, principles and
techniques, contemporary thought rarely considers oblivion, this alter ego of memory, as a

specific problem. Thought is forgetting oblivion.

Consequently, it seems appropriate to discuss the problem of oblivion in the Mediterranean
cultures in a more detailed and tangible manner. First of all, one need to concentrate on
conscious oblivion in ideological discourse relating not only to individual facts, “alien” persons,
ruling dynasties, but also to entire periods in history, the memory of which was “inappropriate”.
It is eaqually important to take into account involuntary, often undesirable oblivion of objects
which are significant for an individual or an entire culture. However, the mentioned types of
oblivion did not exclude attempts at subsequent reanimation of the forgotten, which was an

analogue of Plato's anamnesis (avapuvnotig).

Moreover, it would be interesting to clarify more deeply the mechanisms and procedures of
oblivion, that we can describe as lethe-techniques (from An0n). As a result, it would be desirable
to typologize the various categories and species of oblivion. Finally, it is also interesting to
reflect on whether we can talk about special discourses of oblivion, which are stable and self-

sufficient as the discourse of memory.
